RESUMO

Esta dissertag8o prop8e-se a desenvolver reflex8es sobre a abordagem para o ensino das artes
visuais de Josef Albers presente em documentos coletados, em contato com a Albers Foundation,
do periodo em que lecionou na Black Mountain College (BMC) e, para isso, busca-se tecer relagdes
com os estudos filosdéficos de John Dewey. Justifica-se a realizacf8o dessa pesquisa devido ao
pouco numero de trabalhos encontrados sobre Josef Albers nos bancos de dados da Biblioteca
Digital Brasileira de Teses e Dissertagdes (BDTD) e da plataforma Scielo, em especifico no
espaco temporal em que atuou na faculdade americana citada. Com base nisto, nesta pesquisa
é proposto a seguinte problemdatica: quais s&o as caracteristicas da abordagem para o ensino
das artes visuais nos documentos de Josef Albers, no periodo em que lecionou no Black Mountain
College? Para tanto, opta—se em desenvolver a pesquisa a partir da abordagem metodoldgica da
artografia, utilizando de procedimento metodoldgico a andlise de fontes documentais primérias
e revisf8o bibliografica. Com base na andlise dos textos speech at Black Mountain College
luncheon, New York City cosmopolitan club (1938), Teaching notes for a drawing classes (1947),
On general education and art education (1941), Art at BMC for Junior Bazaar (1945) foi possivel
identificar que a abordagem de ensino para as artes visuais de Josef Albers é pautada em
desafios pictdricos que trabalham elementos como o principio de experiéncia, o fazer manual, a
pratica coletiva, a investigacgéo pictdrica e o olhar critico. Diferente da abordagem desenvolvida
em seu periodo na Bauhaus que visava a aproximagfo entre arte e a industria, na BMC intentava

promover um ensino para a formagédo de sujeitos sociais criticos e ativos em suas comunidades.

ABSTRACT

This dissertation aims to develop reflections on the approach to teaching visual arts by Josef
Albers present in documents collected, in contact with the Albers Foundation, from the period
in which he taught at Black Mountain College (BMC) and, to this end, seeks relationships with
the philosophical studies of John Dewey. Carrying out this research is justified due to the
small number of works found on Josef Albers in the databases of the Brazilian Digital Library
of Theses and Dissertations (BDID) and the Scielo platform, specifically in the time period in
which he worked at the aforementioned American college. Based on this, this research proposes
the following problem: what are the characteristics of the approach to teaching visual arts
in the documents of Josef Albers, during the period in which he taught at Black Mountain
College? To this end, we chose to develop the research based on the methodological approach of
artography, using the analysis of primary documentary sources and bibliographic review as a
methodological procedure. Based on the analysis of the texts speech at Black Mountain College
luncheon, New York City cosmopolitan club (1938), Teaching notes for a drawing classes (1941), On
general education and art education (1941), Art at BMC for Junior Bazaar (1945) it was possible to
identify that Josef Albers' teaching approach to visual arts is based on pictorial challenges
that work on elements such as the principle of experience, manual making, collective practice,
pictorial investigation and a critical eye. Different from the approach developed during his
period at Bauhaus, which aimed to bring art and industry closer together, at BMC he attempted to

promote education for the formation of critical and active social subjects in their communities.
